The case of Mr. Omar Abdulrasul Abubakasar
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Omar’s application for a plot for
housing in March 1984. He
indicated that he preferred land
in the Mazizini area.

Eleven years later, Omar had to
reapply. This time he indicated
that he had no preferences for a
specific area.

In October 2004, more than 20
years later, the government
issued a Right of Occupancy,
albeit a provisional one. By that
time, Omar was 64 years old.

Now he has to obtain a building
permit and start the construction
of his house in a two-year period
and wait for the implementation
of the Land Registry in order to
be granted with a definitive
Certificate of Right of
Occupancy.
